Last spring's Spare the Air Weelgut on by the Butte Air Quality Management Board and Butte
County Transit system was a tremendous success. With the League's endorsement of the campaign,
Linda Furr was able to fulfill a near lifetime dream of a project to get people in the community more
acquainted with the buses and their schedules. As our project coordinator, Linda staffed those buses
with historians, geologists, naturalists, and government representatives (mayors, city councilors and
supervisors) who all spoke about their fields of interest.

Transit
chief, Ivan Garcia, officially announced that the community speakers and the grant money offered
by the Butte Air Quality Management (BAQM) for free ridership were the major reasons for the
success of the project.

Universal Health Care Forum
was a resounding success

On October 11", the LWV of Butte County joined forces with the Butte County Health Care Coalition to co
-sponsor a visit with Dr. Don McCanne. Don was twice past president of Physicians for a National Health
Program, and is currently the Senior Health Policy Fellow for that organization.

At the 4 p.m. press conference on the steps of the Chico Municipal Center, Dr. McCanne announced the for-
mation of a local affiliate of California Physicians Alliance (CaPa). The press conference was well-attended,
with speakers from both of the sponsoring groups, culminating with Dr. McCanne's impassioned support for
SB 840, the single payer universal health care bill. A reception followed the press conference for interested
health care practioners to further discuss the CaPa chapter that is forming here in the northstate.

At 7:30 p.m., Dr. McCanne spoke to an audience of over 100 people in the Chico City Council Chambers.
His presentation was televised live on Channel 11, and will be re-broadcast on Ch. 11 on Wednesday,
Oct. 24th and October 31st at 7:00 p.m., and again on Saturday, Nov. 3rd and Nov. 17th at 12 noon.

Dr. McCanne’s support and advocacy for Senator Kuehl’s SB 840 is complementary to and reflected in the
League’s own health care position. His advice to us all is that we call/write government representatives,
share information with neighbors, friends and colleagues, and write letters to local editors. Generally, just be
as vocal as possible!

The grassroots movement for universal health care has grown considerably over the past year, but we need to
keep the momentum rolling. If we are strong and persistent, what we want is what we'll get.

Thanks to all our LWV members who attended the presentation or watched it on TV.
